Greetings to you all from David and Debbie Bolos and our family, the Peruvian

Christians and all the children of New Hope in the name of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ!
Her name is Yenny Cana Orosco. We
believe she was born somewhere near the
village of Majes, Arequipa Peru. As she was
abandoned when she was just a little girl and
cannot remember much of her mom and dad,
we have almost no knowledge of her
background. All we know is that she was
abandoned in a gas station when she was
about 5 years old and worked as a maid until
the police brought her to our home.

Many have asked us of the older

children like Yenny that grew up in New

Hope. Where are they now and what are they

doing? We have nearly 80 children that have

been in our home and have left. Yenny is one

of them. She is married now and has a little

boy. (Picture is of her and her husband and
son!) Her husband Paul works in a cheese factory. They have just purchased some land in a village not far
from us and will build a small one room shanty to live in. She has a strong desire to know her mom and dad
but has no idea where to even begin to look for them. Because of all that happened to her, she has an
incredible desire to be a Godly mom for her little boy and a good wife to her husband. Please, pray with us
for Yenny.

Julia Paniura (see picture below) also grew up in New Hope and lived here for 8 years. In
November she will celebrate her 2" year wedding anniversary. Her and her husband Abel both work here at
New Hope. She is our secretary and her
husband is our assistant administrator.
They are both such a blessing and have a
great heart for the children and their
needs.

I can write for days on the children
and of their struggles, their abuse but
more of how our God has blessed... but
let me just give you a few more. Nelly
was the second child we took into New
Hope in 1995. She is pregnant with her
second child and she and her husband are
Yenny and Paul’s (who we spoke about
in the beginning of this newsletter)
neighbor! Abel and Axcel, who both
have been in our home for nearly 15
years and continue living here, are both
3" year students in the University. Sara




graduated from nursing school in 2009 along with Betty and is working in the jungle area of Puerta
Maldonado. Both Sara and Betty grew up here at New Hope. Edwin, who is 25 years old now and who also
has spent most of his life at New Hope, helps out as the youth director here in our church. Fernando, who
has had some rough times recently, is preparing himself for his last year of art school in BocaFlor, the most
prestigious art school in Arequipa where he earned a full scholarship. Flavio is an English teacher here in the
village school. Marcos is a carpenter who hopes to open his own carpentry shop soon. Johnny is a 3 year
engineering student along with Jesus Callacondo. All these children have one thing in common... they were
all abandoned at one time. But the Grace of God is so evident in their lives! Thank you so much, thank you
for praying and investing in the lives of each of these children. Someday we will all see each other face to
face and our children at New Hope will be able to thank you personally for your love and compassion for
them! What a glorious day that will be!

Nothing
has changed in the way New Hope Children’s Home will minister and work with the children of Peru and in
teaching the gospel of salvation. We firmly believe the hope of our children and the Peruvian people is
simply the gospel of our Savior Jesus Christ, He is the only hope of all mankind! We continue to be a
ministry of Iglesia Bautista Amistad (Friendship Baptist Church in Pachacutec), the first church we started
here in Arequipa Peru.
